AMENDMENT #3

WHEREAS, the parties entered into an AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES FOR DESIGN OF BROOKS STREET GREENSPACE PROJECT Between Sheridan County and Morrison-Maierle Inc, (“Agreement”) executed August 15, 2021; and
WHEREAS, the parties entered into AMENDMENT #1 FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES FOR DESIGN OF BROOKS STREET GREENSPACE PROJECT Between Sheridan County and Morrison-Maierle Inc, (“Agreement”) executed April 19, 2022; and

WHEREAS, the parties entered into AMENDMENT #2 FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES FOR DESIGN OF BROOKS STREET GREENSPACE PROJECT Between Sheridan County and Morrison-Maierle Inc, (“Agreement”) executed February 7, 2023; and


WHEREAS, the parties, by mutual agreement, wish to further amend said Agreement and have hereto set forth this amendment.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS AGREED as follows, that:

I.

Section 4. part a. RESPONSIBILITES OF COUNTY  shall be deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following:

a. County agrees to pay Contractor for services completed and invoiced. Total of invoiced work shall have a Cost-Not-to-Exceed Amount of $386,702.31 unless executed Contract Amendments modify the Cost-Not-to-Exceed Amount.  

II.
Section 5. part a. RESPONSIBILITIES OR CONTRACTOR shall be deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following:

a.  Contractor shall provide the following professional services for the project as outlined in the original Scope of Work and Fee Schedule and the Scope of Work and Fee Schedule for Amendment #1, #2 & #3.    

III.
All other terms of the Agreement entered into between the parties, dated August 15, 2021, shall remain in full force and effect, and the provisions of this amendment are hereby incorporated therein.

'SCOPE OF PROJECT
The Brooks Street Greenspace project was recently bid and Norther Underground was the
‘awarded the contract. This project generally inciudes heated sidewalk/pathway, MSE Block
retaining wall, ghting, and landscape in the old Brooks Street located west of the Sheridan
‘County Coutthouse.

'SCOPE OF SERVICES AND ENGINEERING FEES
Our scope of services includes constructon administration for the project as described in this
proposal.

> The contract allows the contractor an additional 45 calendar days (7 weeks)
Guring the winter months to perform inerior work. We are anticipating this effort
will requie less observalion and are estimating <8 hours/week.
